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General Description:
IMMS students will be taking their fourth quarter Celebration Day trip on Wednesday, May 25th.  Sixth and seventh graders were given the choice to attend a Brewer game or go to Kalahari water/amusement park in Wisconsin Dells.  A slip was sent home at the beginning of February asking students to choose their trip.  Just in case the kids cannot remember their choice, they should check with their Prime Time teacher to see which trip they selected.  If students did not select the Brewer game originally, they cannot switch to this option since tickets have already been ordered.  

Brewer Trip Information:

Since the game starts at 12:10 P.M., the buses for the Brewer trip will leave IMMS at approximately 8:30 A.M., arrive in Milwaukee around 10:00 A.M. and return to the high school parking lot at around 5:15-5:30 P.M.  This will give our group plenty of time to tailgate, watch batting practice, and explore Miller Park prior to the game.  Although the park has a retractable roof, we suggest students dress warmly for the period of time that we will be tailgating outside the stadium.  Remember to bring sunscreen and hats and some cold-weather clothing.   Included in the cost will be a hot-dog lunch with a beverage.  We plan on having grills and coolers available, so students are also welcome to bring any other meat items for grilling as well or a  sack-lunch if they would prefer that to the hot dog lunch.  Miller Park also allows fans to carry food and beverage items into the park; however, backpacks, glass containers, and cans are not allowed.  The cost of the trip is $26.00.   

Dells Trip Information:
The buses for the Kalahari trip will depart IMMS at approximately 8:45 A.M. and return to the high school parking lot around 6:00 P.M.  Students should bring their swimming suits and other swimming items such as towels, goggles, sandals, etc.  The indoor amusement park is included, so the students will also have the option to go on the rides and visit the other attractions in that part of the facility.  Kalahari policies do not permit customers to carry-in food or beverages; however, included in our cost is a pizza lunch with a beverage.  Since the park has an indoor facility, there will be no threat of postponing the trip due to inclement weather.  The cost of the trip is $37.00. 
Eligibility Requirements:

The unit six and seven staffs view this trip as a privilege, and the eligibility guidelines are consistent with the other end-of-the-quarter Celebration Day activities. The cut-off date for determining eligibility for the trip will be May 20th. Students will be eligible to attend a trip if -- by the May 20th deadline -- they have:

1.  received no F’s for their academic grades or U’s (unsatisfactory) for conduct/effort grades;
2.  achieved a cumulative grade-point average for the year above 1.7;
3.  paid any fines for lost textbooks, library books, etc.).
Students who fail to meet any of the above eligibility requirements will be expected to attend school on this day and follow their normal school schedule.
